garden plots, and more. PCA also continues to plant at least 
25 trees each year. They are supported by a wonderful 
community of financial contributors.

The Rountree Branch Trail is a pedestrian and bicycle trail 
that stretches from UW-Platteville to the Mound View State 
Trail, paralleling the Rountree Branch stream and Business 
Hwy. 151 for most of its 3-mile length. Approximately 400 
people use the trail every day.
